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	1. Executive Summary:

	UNESCO Chair is a university-wide scientific and interdisciplinary educational structural unit of the Federal State Autonomous Educational Institution Of Higher Professional Education M.K. Ammosov North-Eastern Federal University (NEFU).    

Its activities are supervised by the NEFU Rector. The Chair represents the system of scientific and educational programs in Social and Human Adaptation of the Arctic Regions to Climate Change.
UNESCO Chair has a Chair Council, an advisory body which consists of university structural units’ leads and leading scientists involved in Chair activities.
UNESCO Chair is focused on scientific research coordination, education, culture and information development in Social and Human Adaptation of the Arctic Regions to Climate Change. Chair is to be a key player in target goals realization as an international scientific and educational UNESCO centre and works on the following: 

           - coordination of scientific and educational activity of NEFU structural units in Social and Human Adaptation of the Arctic Regions to Climate Change in regard to education, science and culture;

- coordination of NEFU integrated educational process in Social and Human Adaptation of the Arctic Regions to Climate Change through teaching materials, new educational courses development based on scientific and educational projects of UNESCO and NEFU such as in ecology, biology, demography, international (polar) law, “Mediation”, “Northern Studies”, “Circumpolar Culture”, “Arctic Telemedicine”, “Distance Education”, “Knowledge-based Economy” etc.;

- international education and information portal development in order to provide information accessibility, distance education system organization, informational support of international scientific collaboration;

- scientific rationale and assessment of the role of the Arctic in global natural and climatic changes, research of social and human adaptation of the Arctic regions to climate change, to Arctic industrial development outcome;

- study guides and monographs development and publishing with focus on UNESCO Chair/UNITWIN activity;

- establishment of interuniversity cooperation network based on special competency under the aegis of UNESCO; educational and scientific activity of students, graduates professional development in areas of establishment and operation of new systems, living management forms in Arctic that meet challenges and focused on living quality in Arctic regions;

- expansion of regional and international cooperation of NEFU through UNESCO/UNITWIN program; students, PhD students and staff exchange with other universities and scientific institutions;

- organization of international conferences, symposiums, round tables, workshops under the aegis of UNESCO/UNITWIN.


	2. Activities

	UNESCO Chair took an active part in the realization of UNESCO and Sakha Republic joint projects as Education for All, Circumpolar Civilization in Museums of the World: Yesterday, Today, Tomorrow, Teacher of the Arctic, Associated Schools, Nomadic Schools, and II International Decade of Indigenous Peoples. 

Through UNESCO Chair, Northern Studies Bachelor Program is realized jointly with Tromsø University (Northern Arctic Center). The program is focused on providing northern and Arctic peoples with free and accessible education. At the moment, over 100 students are studying distantly in English language. 

Cold Lands International Interdisciplinary Seminar was held, where leading scientists, experts, professors, lecturers studying Arctic and Northern issues took an active part. Within the workshop, there were given lectures focused on Conservation of Arctic Flora and Fauna (CAFF), Northern Peoples Anthropology, Tourism and Geography of Alaska, Canada, Greenland and Iceland, Saami Culture and Language, etc.

Northern Studies Department leads the “Northern Marginal Territories: Development Resources” international field summer school directed by Mikhail Prisyazhny. The school program includes field works in order to study Arctic environment, climate, culture, science and history. The school participants are NEFU and foreign students, PhD students.

“Our Arctic” youth network university focused on Arctic and Northern educative and scientific resources integrating to the informational portal, youth  of northern territories innovative area development representing various educative and informational resources necessary for successful self-realization in modern society. 

“Circumpolar Studies” students’ scientific group directed by Irina Dranayeva focused on Arctic and Northern issues, Circumpolar Studies, natural resource use in Northern territories and others, where students get ready for scientific conferences, Olympiads and conduct research.

Within this group, “Our Arctic” public lectures cycle is organized, where students get on-line lectures of professors from Norway, Alaska, Finland and other Arctic countries. The first lecture was focused on geo-economic issues of Northern territories, social and economic features. 

In 2013 lectures and workshops of Prof. Henry Huntington were organized within creative collaboration and exchange between NEFU and Arctic Studies Consortium, USA, and ArcticVisitingSpeaker Program scholarship.

“Human Health in Northern Regions” supplementary discipline has been implemented in academic activity of Technical Institute, NEFU. The discipline is focused on special aspects of human life and activities in specific climatic and environmental conditions of high latitude, ways of adaptation and health maintenance. 

In order to preserve the unique culture of Northern Peoples in the context of globalization, A. Zhozhikov led Arctic multilingual internet portal project www.arctic-megapedia.ru, that in 2013 became one of the best web resources of the Far East. This project is carried out within the NEFU Development Program under “Preservation and Development of Languages and Cultures of Indigenous Peoples on Digital Media and Cyberspace in 2012-2014” project. The portal will be provided with comprehensive information on language and culture of the Northern peoples, an archive of full-text documents, audio and video resources.

	а) Education/Training/Research

	i) Education (leading to certificate)
	30 students including the ones from university’s Chukotka branch attended the UNESCO Chair educational courses in 2013 spring semester, and 13 students - in the fall semester.

The first parts of the courses on Land and Environment of the Circumpolar World, Peoples and Cultures of the Circumpolar World, and Contemporary Issues of the Circumpolar World were performed in September. Those students, who successfully completed the first part, will continue their education at the second part of the courses. 

The number of students enrolled in Bachelor of Circumpolar Sciences (BCS 100) online-course (including international students and students from other Russian universities) is 27 students from Yakutsk and Arkhangelsk in 2013 spring semester. Twelve students obtained official academic transcripts. 

The Chair teaching staff developed new educational programs in accordance with international standards in order to prepare highly qualified specialists on the Arctic region in the fields of advocacy, international, natural and environmental law.  Two special courses for the 4th year students of the Faculty of Law are taught since the beginning of the academic year: the Arctic Law, Protection of the Arctic Indigenous Peoples Rights where students concern the problems of legal regulation of sustainable development of the Arctic, and the legal status of the Arctic and peoples of northern Russia, culture of northern circumpolar peoples of in the United States (Alaska), Canada, Denmark (Greenland), Norway, Sweden and Finland. 13 students are included in the Chair’s multidisciplinary teams.
The Chair hosts the Arctic Research NEFU student scientific club. Under the guidance of supervisors the students prepared 18 independent research papers on the topics of the courses mentioned above in Russian and English languages ​​for further participation in Russian and international scientific conferences.

	ii) Training 

(short term) 

	14 students were studied in universities of Finland, Sweden and Norway in 2013, 4 students received educational grants, and 10 students completed the study at their own expenses. The grants for study in the North Europe covered living expenses, and grants for study at North America universities provided tuition waiver. High North academic mobility program directed by the Norwegian Government provided 1 student and 1 graduate student with scholarships for study at the University of Tromsø during 2013 spring semester. 

NEFU international students can take part in North2North program for one or two semesters. Besides students from the University of Lapland, the University of Tromsø and the University of Turku participated in Sakha (Yakutia): Living Culture on Permafrost summer school in 2013.  

Following the meeting with the delegation of Sami University College, NEFU Department of Northern Philology started to prepares a double-degree educational program in Small Indigenous Languages ​​and Culture in the Republic of Sakha and Norway.

 - Development of Academic, Personnel and Technological Resources for Ensuring Ecological Safety of Environmental Management in Extreme Climatic Conditions of the North-East of Russia While Implementing the Strategic Projects of Region Development. 
A number of field studies of tundra ecosystems were conducted within river basins: the Kolyma (Pohodsk main research site), the Anabar (Uriing Khaya main research site), the Indigirka (Kytalyk main research site), the Hatanga (Hatanga main research site), the Lena (the Lena River delta lakes and the Samoilovsky Island international station), and the Arctic Ocean (New Siberian Islands main research site). A large amount of actual field data on the tundra ecosystems components of the main research sites was collected during these expeditions. 

For the first time expeditions within the North-Eastern Russia discovered quantitative and qualitative characteristics of diatoms of polygonal tundra waters of Pohodsk main research site in Nizhekolymskiy district and collected comprehensive data on paleoecology and paleogeography of the Kolyma River lower reaches. 

Researches on fauna of the New Siberian Islands were conducted in the framework of the Russian Geographical Society expedition during 2012-2013. 

A joint international expedition to the Lena River delta was organized in cooperation with Swiss Federal Institute for Forest, Snow and Landscape (Switzerland) and Alfred Wegener Institute for Polar and Marine Research (AWI, Germany). 

Within the framework of scientific research Establishment of Sakha-Korean Mobile Laboratory for Research on Genome of Fossil Animals in the Arctic Region of Yakutia (the project coordinator is NEFU P.A. Lazarev Mammoth Museum) works on collecting of mammoths remains and other fossil animals with soft tissues remains was carried out in the Ust-Yanskiy district for further researches in cooperation with South Korean Sooam Biotechnology Fund in accordance with the Scientific Cooperation Agreement in the Field of Genome of Fossil Animals Research which was executed  between NEFU and Sooam in March 2012. 

The studies on climate change and global geochemical cycles are also conducted in cooperation with Hokkaido University (Japan).
In 2013, the UNESCO Chair had four multidisciplinary teams for research on the following topics:

1. Problems of Legal Regulation of the Sustainable Development of the Russian Federation Arctic Zone, supervisor A.N. Sleptsov, the Candidate of Legal Sciences, Associate Professor. 
2.  Environmental Safety of the Arctic: the Legal Framework, supervisor A.N. Ivanova, the Candidate of Legal Sciences, Associate Professor. 
3. Scientific and Practical Bases of the Russian Federation Subjects Legislation on Indigenous Peoples of the North; the Concept of System Legal Regulation of the Relations Involving the Indigenous Peoples of the North: the Case of the Sakha Republic (Yakutia), supervisor P.V. Gogolev,  the Candidate of Legal Sciences, Associate Professor.

4. Problems of Implementation of Legislation on the Territories of Traditional Natural Resource Management of Indigenous Peoples of the Russian North and Legal Organizational Arrangements to Improve It, supervisor A.E. Mayakunov, Candidate of Legal Sciences, Associate Professor. 

Scientific ideas of the Chair mainly have applied nature and are put into life in the form of republican and federal laws projects, scientific concepts and departmental legal acts, expert recommendations and findings, as well as in the form of monographs, teaching materials and study guides.

	i) Key conferences and workshops hosted by the Chair

On 3 December 2013 A.N. Sleptsov, UNESCO Chairholder, together with Ye.E. Nadyarnikh, the Faculty of Law senior lecturer, and Roman Sleptsov, 4th year student of law participated in the International Conference “The Arctic: Region of Development and Cooperation” (Moscow) under the aegis of the Russian International Affairs Council (RIAC). From 2013 NEFU is a member society of RIAC.

On 5-6 December 2013 A.N. Sleptsov being on a delegation of the University participated in the 3d International Forum “The Arctic: Present and Future” in St. Petersburg, which was held under the aegis of the Russian Association of Polar Explorers with the support of the Government of St. Petersburg, the Federation Council and the Russian Federation State Duma, federal ministries and agencies, as well as regional authorities, the leading Russian companies involved in the exploration of the Arctic, non-profit and research organizations, and educational institutions.

From 14 to 19 February 2013 members of the Chair and students - members of the science club - participated in the Cold Lands International Interdisciplinary Seminar on “Conservation of Flora and Fauna in a Changing Arctic” with the participants of the Conservation of Arctic Flora and Fauna Working Group of the Arctic Council and “Anthropology of the North” with T. Argunova-Low, University of Aberdeen (Scotland).

On 26 February 2013 members of the Chair participated in the international conference-webinar Day of the Arctic in the Presidential Library of Russia.
ii) Other conferences/organizational activities undertaken by the Chairholder

On 27 February 2013 members of the Chair participated in the Yakutian Arctic Forum held under the aegis of the Parliament of Yakutia and the Association of Polar Explorers with the support of the Government of the Sakha Republic (Yakutia) and the Northern Forum international organization. Chairholder A.N. Sleptsov delivered the keynote address “Problems of Legal Regulation of the Sustainable Development of the Russian Federation Arctic Zone”.

On 25 October 2013 in Yakutsk, the House of Peoples of the North hosted a round table “Development Strategy for the Arctic: Legal Aspects” under the aegis of the UNESCO Chair and the Association of Polar Explorers, with the support of the Parliament and the Government of the Sakha Republic (Yakutia).

The purpose of the event was the search for solutions to current issues of the formation of the legal and regulatory framework on the sustainable development of the Russian Arctic territories.

Keynote speaker A.N. Sleptsov:  “Legal Aspects of the Realization of the Strategy of the Russian Federation Arctic Zone Development Until 2020”. 

On 25 November the University hosted the regional stage of the All-Russia competition of creative works of youth The Arctic: My Legislative Initiative 2013 dedicated to the topical issues of the Arctic. Yulia Gabysheva, student of the NEFU Faculty of Law, became a winner. Supervisor – A.N. Sleptsov.

25 October 2013, Round Table “Development Strategy for the Arctic: Legal Aspects”: keynote speaker A.N. Sleptsov, Legal Aspects of the Realization of the Strategy of the Russian Federation Arctic Zone Development Until 2020.

4 December 2013, Dialogue of Civilizations and Intercultural Cooperation UNESCO International Workshop on the subject “Intercultural Education in the Context of Globalization: Current Practice and Trends of Development”: A.N. Sleptsov presented a report on Intercultural Education and Dialogue: M.K. Ammosov North-Eastern Federal University.

6 December 2013, the 3d International Forum “The Arctic: Present and Future” in St. Petersburg: A.N. Sleptsov proposed to include – instead of 5 regions – 13 Arctic regions of Yakutia that are above the Arctic Circle in the Arctic zone of the Russian Federation. To substantiate a proposal, he presented his scientific article Land Territories of the Russian Federation Arctic Zone: Problems of Regulatory Legal Consolidation.

5 March 2013, EALLIN international workshop in Yakutsk: A.V. Zhozhikov, member of the UNESCO Chair Council, gave a report at the UNESCO roundtable The Network System of Public Resources of Northern Indigenous Minorities’ Traditional Knowledge for the Adaptation to Climate Change and Prevention of Its Effects in the Polar Regions.
27 March 2013, Pedagogy of the North: Partnership for a Child All-Russia Research-to-practice Conference in Salekhard: A.V. Zhozhikov gave a report at the session Partnership in the Creation of Educational Resources Designed to Form Civic, Regional, and Ethnocultural Identity.

	c) Interuniversity Exchanges/Partnerships

	The Chair signed an agreement on cooperation of North-Eastern Federal University and the University of Saskatchewan (Canada) in student exchange and preparation of joint Master’s program in Northern Governance and Development.

International Centre for Northern Governance and Development at the University of Saskatchewan and the UNESCO Chair prepare a research study on northern governance and law issues for Arctic Human Development Report, the special report of the Arctic Council 2013.

The Chair signed a joint activity agreement under the Thematic Network on Arctic Law with the University of the Arctic. Thematic network members are the University of Lapland in Rovaniemi (Finland), University of Alaska Fairbanks (USA).

Currently negotiations are under way with the European Centre for the Arctic at the University of Versailles (France) to prepare a joint project on education and protection of the rights of herders – the nomadic peoples of the North.

The Chair reached an agreement with the Association of World Reindeer Herders on the participation in the international EALAT project and the development of joint international projects to protect the rights of nomadic herders in the age of globalization.

It aims to monitor the climate change and globalization in the Arctic and develop strategies on adaptation of Arctic regions of Russia to climate change.
